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Fallon Research Survey 

Findings – February 2020

• Only 26% surveyed had heard “some” or “a lot” 

about the Conceptual Legacy Project

• 84% supported vital repairs and upgrades to 

roofs and modern climate control (warm, safe 

and dry)

• Support existed for replacement of Dodge, 

expansion of preschool, relocation of 

Transportation but support declined dependent 

on overall price of the project (options provided 

costing between $40 million and $60 million)
