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Dear Family,

In Unit 7.5, Fundations® introduces your child to a new syllable type.  It is time to talk about the vowel-consonant-e syllable or a “v-e” syllable.  
We demonstrate to the class how an ‘e’ at the end of a word changes the sound of the vowel in that word.  For example, in the word hop, if you add an e the o will now say its name.  The o will have the long vowel sound and the word will be hope.  
We make sure the children know that the letter e does not have a sound.  We call this the magic ‘e’ because the e leaps over the consonant, taps the vowel on its head and makes it shout out its name.  We use a lot of examples such as mat to mate, hop to hope, and cap to cape.  The key element here is to make sure your child is aware of the pattern of “v-e” (vowel-consonant-e).
